	Brief History:

  The patient was a victim of metastatic brain tumor, left frontal and bilateral occipital noted by brain CT scan performed at our hospital. Progressive headache and dizziness followed by vomiting were noted. So he received left craniotomy with removal of tumor on 9/5. After operation, his condition was improved. But another episode of headache and dizziness was noted again 1 week after the operation. Then he received another surgical intervention on 9/19. After this operation, his condition was improved well. Endotracheal tube was weaned and GCS was E4V5M6. Because of the blurred vision and headache was noted, brain CT scan was performed again and ICH, left occipital was noted. So reopen of the left occipital craniotomy with removal of hematoma was performed on 9/22. His condition was improved well.
